EHR INCENTIVE PROGRAM – MEANINGFUL USE
CodoniX is pleased to announce, CodoniXnotes V2.0 was ONC-ATCB certified on 12/17/2010 as a Complete EHR (Ambulatory) for Meaningful Use for the years 2011-2012.  The official announcement can be found on the Drummond Group EHR certification page http://www.drummondgroup.com/html-v2/ehr-companies.html and more importantly on the official Certified Product List from the HealthIT HHS web site 
http://onc-chpl.force.com/ehrcert/EHRProductSearch?setting=Ambulatory.  Over the next 30 days there will be a series seminars to go over implementation for participation in this program and the changes that will affect end users.  
The Medicare EHR incentive program will provide incentive payments to eligible professionals (EPs) and eligible hospitals that demonstrate meaningful use of certified EHR technology. Participation can begin as early as 2011. Eligible professionals who are meaningful EHR users can receive up to $44,000 over 5 years under the Medicare incentive program. And, there's extra incentive for eligible professionals who provide services in a Health Professional Shortage Area (HSPA). 

The Medicare Advantage EHR incentive program will provide incentive payments for certain Medicare Advantage Organizations (MAOs) whose affiliated eligible professionals and hospitals are meaningful users of certified EHR technology.

The Medicaid EHR incentive program will provide incentive payments to eligible professionals and eligible hospitals as they adopt, implement, upgrade, or demonstrate meaningful use of certified EHR technology in their first year of participation and demonstrate meaningful use for up to 5 remaining participation years. Medicaid EHR incentive programs are voluntarily offered by individual states and territories and begin in 2011. Eligible professionals can receive up to $63,750 over the 6 years that they choose to participate in the program.

Registration for the Medicare and Medicaid EHR Incentive Program opens on January 3, 2011. Registration in this program must be completed by you, CodoniX cannot assist in this registration process. All of the information you will need for registering is at the link below. https://www.cms.gov/EHRIncentivePrograms/20_RegistrationandAttestation.asp.  
For this enrollment you will need:
A National Provider Identifier (NPI):  All eligible professionals, eligible hospitals, and critical access hospitals (CAHs) must have a National Provider Identifier (NPI) to participate in the Medicare and Medicaid EHR Incentive Programs.

An account in the National Plan and Provider Enumeration System (NPPES):  Most providers will need an active user account in the National Plan and Provider Enumeration System (NPPES). 

An enrollment record in the Provider Enrollment, Chain and Ownership System (PECOS):  All eligible hospitals and Medicare eligible professionals must have an enrollment record in PECOS to participate in the EHR Incentive Programs. (Note: Eligible professionals who are only participating in the Medicaid EHR Incentive Program are not required to be enrolled in PECOS.).  If you do not have an enrollment record in PECOS, you should still register for the Medicare and Medicaid EHR Incentive Programs.

Registering for the Medicare and Medicaid EHR Incentive Programs is easy when you have the following information available during the process:
· Eligible Professionals

· National Provider Identifier (NPI)

· National Plan and Provider Enumeration System (NPPES) ID and Password

· Payee Tax Identification Number (if you are reassigning your benefits)

· Payee National Provider Identifier (NPI)(if you are reassigning your benefits)
