REASON FOR THE CHANGES AND EXPECTED BEHAVIOR:

A requirement of the EHR Incentive Program requires key patient vital signs be entered for patients.  This change addresses Stage 1, 15 Core Set Objectives which all facilities must meet to qualify.  This item requires 50% of all unique patient age 2 and over have a height, weight and blood pressure recorded.  Additionally, a BMI should be recorded and a growth chart should be available for children 2-20 years of age.  

While the requirement states that 50% of all patients should have weight, height and blood pressure, at this time, CodoniX recommends 100% compliance by enforcing this requirement at Triage and/or before disposition can be completed.  

WORKFLOW ELEMENTS:
BMI Calculation
When a height and weight are entered for a patient, the BMI is automatically calculated for the patient.  This BMI is visible on the Provider Note [image: image1.png]PHYSICAL EXAM: Total Organ systems documented = 1
